Six Tips for a Better Design
1. Group information 

2. Use human language 

3. Use opacity effectively 

4. Add proper spacing 

5. Hide repeating actions 

6. Use color effectively



Tip 1: Group or hide as much information as you possibly can

Tip 4: Add room both vertically and horizontally to allow the user ability to easily scan

Tip 5: Remove repeating actions in the UI to decrease unnecessary visual clutter
